Please note, verification of your financial aid
application and documentation can take two to three weeks.

5. DECISION - Following our review, you will receive the school’s admission decision. If an offer of admission is made,
you will receive a Letter of Admission and an Enrollment Agreement. If you have submitted your financial aid
application and it has been reviewed, your Enrollment Agree will include your personalized tuition information. If
you have not yet submitted your Financial Aid Application, you will receive a sample Enrollment Agreement.
